
Below are two of the scenarios that participants from the Btater discussion group prepared as part of a role play assignment. Their task was to prepare a skit on
gender discrimination. The participants were divided into two groups and, interestingly enough, both groups came up with the same idea.

The scene is in the boss's office in a reputable company.

Woman: (In a charming and seductive voice) Good morning. Please, I have an appointment with Mr.
Wadih at 10:00 for the job interview. 
Secretary: (Eyeing her enviously from top to bottom)
Please have a seat. Mr. Wadih is in a meeting now but ill let him know that you are here.
What is your name please?
Women: Lara.
Secretary: (talking discreetly on the phone)
Mr. Wadih, there is a woman named Lara here to see you concerning the job interview.
Boss: What does she look like? And give me details!
Secretary: Tall, black hair, green eyes.
Boss: Nour, is she beautiful?
Secretary: Actually I don't know Mr. Wadih; you'll have to see for yourself.
Boss: Ill wrap up my meeting. Let her in, in two minutes.
(After hanging up the phone) What an idiot I'm asking a girl if the another girl is pretty, (Laughs out loud).
Secretary: (After 5 minutes)Miss Lara, you may go in. Mr. Wadih is waiting for you.
Woman: Thank you.
(She enters the room.)
Good morning Mr. Wadih, I'm Lara Hassoun.
Boss: Please have a seat.
What can we get you to drink?
Women: I'm fine thank you.
Boss: No it's impossible you must drink something. Coffee, juice, tea, anything please.
Women: Mmmmm, ok ill have a coffee please.
Boss: (Calling the secretary). 
Nour get me two coffees please.
Boss: So tell me Lara, how old are you?
Women: I'm 23, I know that the job description needs an accounting degree, but I have worked in sales
field for several years. 
Boss: Aha very good!
Listen Lara you are a good looking women, and don't worry about the degree, you will learn fast.
Women: Here is my CV.
I'll check it later, consider yourself hired. You can start tomorrow morning.
Women: Oh my god, so I got the job?!!
Boss: Yes dear. We welcome any charming person to our company.
(The women leaves and a man comes in to the office)
Man: Hello madam, I have an appointment with Mr. Wadih for a job interview.

Secretary: What is your name please?
Man: Chadi Abdallah.
Secretary: Please have a seat (calling the boss)
Mr. Wadih there is a gentleman here waiting for you.; He
has an appointment with you about the job vacancy.
Mr. Wadih: Let him wait until I finish my work.
(After 30 minutes)
Man: Please I've been waiting for half an hour.
May I go in?
Secretary: One minute Please. (She calls the boss)
Mr. Wadih, the man is still waiting here.
Boss: Oh I forgot about him; let him come in, in
5 minutes..
(After 5 minutes)
Man: Hello Mr. Wadih, I'm Chadi Abdallah. I'm
here for the job interview.
Boss: Please have a seat.
What's your educational background Chadi?
Man: I have a bachelor's degree in accounting
and I'm continuing my masters at university.
Boss: And what's your work experience?
Man: I've been working in the accounting field for 3 years.
Boss: Listen Chadi, we need a more experienced accountant in our company, so maybe we'll call u
when there is another vacancy.,Ok?
Man: Ok, at least I tried. Thank u for your time.
Boss: You're welcome.

And that's how the youth participants of Btater showed, in an ironic and exaggerated role play, how
men are discriminated in the job field.

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On June 3 and 4 the Citizen Lebanon (CL) community of 60 facilitators and seven
program managers came together in an interactive workshop setting for the third
time at Le Crillon hotel in Broummana.

The National Democratic Institute's (NDI) long-time associate Nizar Rammal
from "…for development" and his team of 3 experienced trainers, in collaboration
with NDI and based on consultations with CL partners following the May 2008
clashes, developed a workshop that was designed to build on the skills acquired
from previous trainings, in addition to conflict resolution skills.  The workshop
was divided into three working session and participants were randomly organ-
ized to allow the CL facilitators to intermingle, thus creating a more dynamic and
interactive atmosphere. Another interesting feature of the workshop was the
Program Managers' active participation. By participating, rather than simply
observing, program managers were much more able to take advantage of the
opportunity for learning and sharing.

Rather than a purely rigorous lecturing approach, the workshop featured sever-
al compelling games that proved to be successful in capturing the participants'
attention on case analysis, conflict management, and discussion techniques in 3
separate, rotating workshops.  The workshop also included the screening of a
Lebanese movie, which was followed by a stimulating debate with the director.   

The workshop adopted an experimental approach in order to provide facilitators
with practical experience. This was achieved by creating real world situations
they might face when facilitating discussions aross the country. The realistic
aspect of this method proved to motivate the participants, thereby enhancing the
effectiveness of the workshop.

The workshop was a success as all
three designated objectives were
met. The workshop was able to pro-
vide an opportunity for CL facilita-
tors to come together and share
their reactions to the clashes,
enhance their skills in basic facilita-
tion techniques for managing diffi-
cult decisions, and finally building
the CL facilitators' ability to critical-
ly analyze group dynamics and local
environments to meet goals. Moreover, the workshop succeeded in strengthen-
ing an overarching sense of commitment and community identity for the CL
members.

Facilitators' expressed their satisfaction with the skills and techniques acquired
from the workshop, but in their view, the most important outcome was the
shared experience between people across the country.

Through my contacts, it became noticeable that there was a varied amount
of participants with a thorough political background and who were affiliated with Hasan Hoteit, the head of the munici-
pality and one of the contacts. Soon after the participants were guaranteed, the potential date for presenting the program
was decided on; the meeting was scheduled for Sunday evening at the Organization for Solidarity Center in Babliya.

After a welcoming note from the head of the Municipality, Fadlallah Hassouna, the President of the Development of
People and Nature Association, gave a brief introduction about our organization. I then took over and introduced the
Citizen Lebanon program. I was thereby surprised by the participants' reactions, as I was faced with interrogative ques-
tions about the means and goals of our project, as well as the stages or strategies that will be implemented. I was initial-
ly nervous by the questioning but due to my conviction in the project, my feelings of intimidation were not sustained.
